This spring two important safety initiatives were introduced to the Wildland Fire community.  

The first initiative is sponsored jointly by the Wildland Fire Lessons Learned Center, the Safety 

and Health Working Team, and the Federal Fire and Aviation Safety Team.  The project is a 

database firefighters can query to find historical documents from wildland fire incidents, and it 

serves as the interagency repository of factual investigation reports and analysis.  The available 

documents include 24 and 48 hour reports, factual accident investigation reports, and escaped 

prescribed fire reviews.
